 Odds are it needs a whole 
lot less than you give it.  In fact, 
landscape irrigation can account 
for more than 50% of all the water 
used in Texas during the summer - 
and about half of that water is 
wasted due to over-watering or 
runoff.  
 We've all seen the auto-
matic sprinkler systems running in 

the middle of a downpour or wa- 
ter streaming down the driveway 
from an already saturated lawn.  
These are classic examples of 
wasteful watering practices and all 
too prevalent.  Consider the follow- 
ing tips this summer to save water 
in our community while providing 
your lawn with the proper amount 
of water to help it thrive:

Â  Add a water sensor to your irri-
gation system.  This may well be 
the most important thing you can 
do to avoid excessive and unneces-
sary watering, and it will save you 
money on your water bill!
Â  Remember, it is always better to 
water deeply versus frequently - it 
encourages well established root
