












In a community that has been around as long 
as ours, necessary repairs to an aging infrastructure are 
a constant reality.  HCMUD 132 has a strong record of 
taking a proactive approach in these situations and in 
conjunction with our engineering partner – Brown & 
Gay – we are consistently televising lines to catch any 
possible issues BEFORE they become a problem.  Re-
pairs and/or upgrades are made quickly using the stron-
gest and most reliable materials available today. 
 Despite these ongoing and necessary costs, the  
HCMUD 132 board has stayed committed to keeping 
your tax rate as low as possible.  In fact, your rate has not 
increased since 1995, and since 2004, the District’s rate 
decreased from $0.56 per $100 of assessed value to the 
current $0.335.  Tax rates have remained steady at $0.335 
since 2008 and are expected to hold for 2010. 
 “The directors of this Board are commit-
ted to lower taxes,” said HCMUD 132 board Vice 
President, Tim Stine.  “We are fellow members of 
this community and taxes affect us all.  Times are 
tough, and if we can ease the burden by keeping 
taxes down, we are proud to make that happen.” 
 The Board has also continued to keep the 
Homestead Exemption at the maximum $20,000 al-
lowed by law (an average $92 savings) and the Over 
65 or Disabled Exemption is an impressive $40,000 
(an average savings of $134), which far surpasses the 
average exemption in other districts of $10,000. 
 As you know, individual taxes may increase 
or decrease depending on the change in the taxable 
value of your property.  For example, a home valued 
at $126,550 in 2008 which is appraised at $134,467 
in 2009 results in an increase of 6.2%.  But take into 
account the general exemptions available (a homestead 
exemption of 20% of your home’s value for those who 
qualify) and the taxable value comes out to $107,574.  
Now that’s a significant savings!   However, according 
to the latest information from HCAD (Harris County 
Appraisal District) “overall property values are expected 
to drop, county-wide, by some $11.6 billion for a per-
centage decrease of about 4% compared to 2009…in 
the residential market, which has generally been flat, 
about 70% of existing homes were worth the same on 
January 1, 2010, as they were on the same date in 
2009.”  The HCAD website also states that “nearly 30% 
of the residential properties in the county have declined 
in value over the last year, and only about 1% saw a 
value increase—primarily due to new construction.”*

Take Advantage of Those Exemptions!
When tax season once again rolls around, make sure 
you’re taking advantage of all applicable exemptions.  
Each year, a number of residents miss out on some-

times considerable savings, especially senior citizens.  
For those unsure as to whether certain exemptions 
have been applied, check the HCAD (Harris County 
Appraisal District) website at www.hcad.org.  If all is in 
order, exemptions will be automatically applied to all 
taxing authorities that your property is situated in.

Harris County Exemptions Offered:
�„ Homestead Exemption: 20% of the home’s value 
to all homeowners who designate the home as their 
primary residence.
�„ Over-65 Homeowners: $160,000 off the home’s 
value on all county taxes.
�„ Homeowners with Disabilities:  $160,000 off the 
home’s value on all county taxes.
�„ HB 3613:  this new bill recently passed by the Texas 
Legislature allows veterans with a disability rating of 
100% or of individual unemployability TOTAL exemp-
tion (for the residence homestead) from property taxes 
in all jurisdictions, regardless of the home’s value.  For 
more information on this exemption, including how to 
apply for it, go to HCAD’s website at �Z�Z�Z���K�F�D�G���R�U�J, 
click on “Resources”, then “Exemptions”, then “100% 
Disabled Veteran’s Homestead Exemption”.  Informa-
tion can also be found for veterans with a disability 
rating less than 100%.

Humble ISD Exemptions Offered:
�„ Homestead Exemption:  $15,000 off the home’s 
value to all homeowners who designate the home as 
their primary residence.
�„ Over-65 Homeowners:  Homeowners will receive 
a  for school taxes (meaning that your home value will 
not increase unless you make improvements to your 
home).  Homeowners are also offered an exemption 
of $15,000 off the home’s value.
�„�� Homeowners with Disabilities:  up to $10,000 off 
the home’s value.
�„ Veteran’s Disability Exemption:  same as above.

HCMUD 132 Exemptions Offered:
�„ Homestead Exemption:  the maximum exemption 
of 20% of the home’s value to all home-owners who 
designate the home as their primary residence.
�„ Over-65 Homeowners:  $40,000 off the home’s 
value.
�„�� Homeowners with Disabilities: $40,000 off the 
home’s value.�„Veteran’s Disability Exemption: same 
as above
